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History:
Since 1985, the President’s Public Service Fund at Harvard College has supported a broad range of undergraduate public service activities designed to benefit individuals or groups in the larger community beyond the campus. Awards are for public service activities that benefit the larger community, with preference to organizations affiliated with the Phillips Brooks House Association (PBHA) and Public Service Network (PSN) providing services in the greater Boston area and Cambridge. 
Eligibility for funding: 
· Organizations must be officially recognized by the Office of Student Life and be in good standing
· PSN/PBHA Organizations may only apply for one type of grant in one fiscal year (July 10-June 30th); either operating or project
· Organizations who receive a grant must submit a final report for the funds previously received before a new proposal is submitted. 
· Programs and projects must be designed so students and community members may participate regardless of race, color, sex, sexual orientation, religion, age, national or ethnic origin, political beliefs, veteran status, or disability. 
All proposals must meet the following criteria:
· Ideas cannot duplicate existing undergraduate programs or projects
· Provide a structured opportunity for undergraduate participation
· Show evidence of community impact and community feedback
· Reflect recognized best program practices
· Provide volunteers with appropriate training and supervision
· Show evidence of efforts to contain expenses and pursue other funding sources or in-kind donations
· Completion of the Common Grant Application
Types of Funding: Operating Grant
Operating Grants support the operating budgets of undergraduate public service
